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Small feudal domain con-
structed the castle with-
out high wall and deep
moat. This type of castle
is called Jinya. So, Oku-
tono Jinya is a castle.
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After the Warring States P
was over, the Edo period : :
started. As the Edo period
was the era when there
were no more wars, unap-
proachable castle became
unnecessary.
